Working Out the Steps to Teach a Bible Verse

 Verse: Romans 3:23 “For all have sinned, and come short of the glory of God.”

I
(Have a child stand farther away from you than he can jump.) (Child’s name), try to jump to me with only one jump. (Allow response. Have child sit back down.) (Child’s name) couldn’t reach me because he couldn’t jump far enough. He “came short.” All of us have “come short” of something. Our verse tells us what.
P Read the verse from your Bible. Then have the children read the verse with you from the verse visual.) God the Holy Spirit used men to write the Bible. All of the Bible is the story of God’s love, shown when He sent His Son, the Lord Jesus Christ, to Earth to die for the sins of the world. The Bible has two main parts—the Old Testament and the New Testament. The Old Testament tells what happened before Jesus was born and tells how God was preparing the world for Jesus the Savior to come. The New Testament tells of His birth and what happened after He died, rose again and went back to Heaven. Today’s verse is in the New Testament book of Romans, which a man named Paul wrote to the Christians who lived in Rome. 
E For all have sinned—Everyone who has ever lived on Earth (except Jesus!) has done things that God says are wrong. Sin is doing what you want to do instead of what God wants you to do. Sin could be thinking mean thoughts, saying bad words or doing things to hurt others. Sin is going your own way instead of going God’s way. Sin is also not doing the things you know you should do.
and come short of the glory of God—God is absolutely perfect and holy. But you are not perfect like God. Nothing you can do will make you good enough to have a relationship with God now and be with Him in Heaven someday. Only calling on the Lord Jesus to save you can do that.
A Unsaved: If you have never called on the Lord Jesus to save you, your sin is keeping you away from God. But if you put your complete trust in Jesus as the only one who can save you, you will not be separated from God anymore! You can put your complete trust in Jesus today—even right now! 

Saved: If you have already called on Jesus, you are saved from the punishment of your sin. You no longer “come short” of His glory. Instead, you have a relationship with God that starts now and will last forever. You can thank God that your sin is forgiven!

The next word: The teacher begins to repeat the verse. When he stops, he sits down and the children stand and say the following word. The teacher stands again and says more of the verse, sitting down periodically to allow the children to say the next word of the verse, Continue on in the same fashion until the verse has been completely recited. Afterward, the teacher chooses several children who can go to the front and lead the game.
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
